actions and words embolden others and
may be a significant catalyst of
changing the course of the world for the
better.

While that may or may not at times be
true, the individual(s) consistently
envision (quasi) prophetic projections of
the future which de-synchronize them
from what many call 'living in the
present' which often in turn leaves them
with a constant darkness about them,
making it immensely difficult to be
content with the world and it's




happenings, great or ill. As such, they
feel cornered and feel as if there is no
option but to take on that role of the
