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Deuteronomy 15:12-17

12 If any of your people—Hebrew men or women—sell 

themselves to you and serve you six years, in the seventh 

year you must let them go free. 13 And when you release 

them, do not send them away empty-handed. (...)

16 But if your servant says to you, “I do not want to leave 

you,” because he loves you and your family and is well off 

with you, 17 then take an awl and push it through his earlobe 

into the door, and he will become your servant for life.
